Health Tip of the Week
From Nurse Sandoval

Dear Dragon Parents,
As we move into the fall season, I would like to remind you of a few
helpful tips and healthy habits to help prevent the viruses that
cause the cold and flu. These viruses spread easily among
children of school age.
1. If possible, your family and your child should get a flu shot to
help prevent infection. In this matter we will provide you more
information as the Alconbury clinic prepares for flu lines.
2. Please remind your child to cover his/her nose and mouth with
a tissue when sneezing or coughing and to dispose of the tissue.
Teach them cough and sneeze etiquette, this means to cough or
sneeze into the bend of their elbow, or to cough down into their
own shirt to help keep as many germs as possible off the hands. 
3. Have your child wash his/her hands frequently with soap and
warm water for at least 20 seconds or to use hand sanitizer if soap
and water is not available.
